Key Club Positions

Depending on the size of the club, there will be some roles that overlap and some roles that are split, but here a few key roles that clubs use.

Registrar

Responsible for the organization of registration days, the organization, distribution and collection of all registration forms. Responsible for the timely submission of registration forms to the state federation. The collection of all monies resultant from registration.

Equipment officer

Responsible the collection, distribution and management of all club equipment. Responsible for providing the committee guidance on equipment required or the selling of used equipment. Responsible for repair and maintenance.

Sponsorship Officer

Typically assigned to a committee member. Responsible for gaining sponsorship from the corporate sector and community business operators. First port of call for all sponsorship and advertising enquiries.

Sub-junior co-ordinator

Responsible for the organization of Small Sided Games. Works with the registrar to register children and the information officer to promote sub-junior programs. Works with the committee to secure coaching staff and parents to secure volunteers.

Groundskeeper

Responsible for the maintenance of grounds and game day set-up, including line marking, flag set up, provision of safety and emergency equipment such as stretchers and the fixing of nets to goals.

Canteen Staff

Responsible for the provisioning of the canteen including stock order. Responsible for the upkeep of equipment. Responsible for selling, and the collection and accounting of takings for the treasurer. 
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
